Nurse’s Notes by Nicole Cullen, RN, BSN                  
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1.   Avoid close contact-6 foot rule 
2.   Stay home when you are sick-If you experience 

flu like symptoms or have the flu stay home until 
the fever is gone for at least 24 hours without a 
fever reducing medication (i.e. Tylenol or 
ibuprofen) 

3.   Cover your mouth and nose when you sneeze or 
cough-use a tissue, your arm, or the crook of 
your elbow. Wash hands immediately after and 
dispose of tissue after if that is what you used 

4.    Wash your hands often-do this several times a 
day 

5.   Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth 
6.   Practice good health habits 

 
If you have more questions or concerns about the flu, 
H1N1 virus or other illness please contact me or the 
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health department at 910-798-6684 or follow the links 
page to the CDC site for the most up to date 
information. 
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Everyone should receive a seasonal flu 
shot, call the health department (910-

798-6646) for an appointment.  The seasonal flu 
vaccine will not protect you against the H1N1 virus. 
The vaccine for the H1N1 virus is still in production. It 
may become available in late October. If the H1N1 
vaccine becomes available, the following groups are 
recommended to receive the novel H1N1 influenza 
vaccine: 
1-  Pregnant women 
2-  Household contacts & caregivers for children 
younger than 6 months of age 
3-  Healthcare & emergency medical services 
personnel 
4-  People from 6 months through 24 years of age 
5-  Persons 25 through 64 years of age who have 
medical health conditions associated with higher risk 
of medical complications from influenza.
